Today’s readings set a high bar for us Christian
stewards, reminding us that a stewardship way of life is
meant be a challenging way of life.

The bar is set immediately, beginning in the first verse
of our Old Testament reading from Jeremiah: The king
is told, “Jeremiah ought to be put to death” for
“demoralizing” the people. What had Jeremiah been
doing to merit such a punishment? He was speaking
out against corruption and unjust treatment of the poor.
For speaking God’s truth to those around him,
Jeremiah gets thrown into a cistern where he is left to
die. Later in the passage we learn that the king relents
and sends someone to rescue Jeremiah from the -
cistern. Even so, some thanks he gets for preaching God’s word!

In the second reading, from the Letter to the Hebrews, we are told to live as Christ
lived. And how did Christ live? “For the sake of the joy that lay before Him He
endured the cross.” If we are tempted to complain about the sufferings we must
endure in living as Christ’s disciples, we are told, “In your struggle against sin you
have not yet resisted to the point of shedding blood.” In other words, “If you’re not
bleeding, what are you complaining about?” That is quite a high bar!

The Gospel reading from Luke continues this challenging theme. Our Lord tells His
disciples “| have come to set the earth on fire, and how | wish it were already
blazing.” A couple of verses later Jesus adds, “Do you think that | have come to
establish peace on the earth? No, | tell you, but rather division.”

Jesus’s life on this earth and the message He brought were not meant to simply
make us feel good. In fact, His words can make us downright uncomfortable at
times. That’s because His Good News (and it is indeed good news!) is meant to
change us — to make saints of us.

Another verse in our second reading encourages us to embrace this challenging
way of life. “Since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of withesses [our big
brothers and sisters, the saints] let us rid ourselves of every burden and sin that
clings to us and persevere in running the race that lies before us while keeping our
eyes fixed on Jesus, the leader and perfecter of faith.”

The stewardship way of life helps us to stay in good racing shape. By putting God
first in all areas of our lives, we rid ourselves of the burden and sinfulness of
over-attachment to our selves and our things. We get lean and fit and strong for the
long race to Heaven. We begin to look and act more like Jesus, the leader and

Catholic Charities Sunday is coming up soon on the weekend
of August 24-25, 2019!

Catholic Charities Hawai’i has been assisting Hawaii Island
disaster survivors since the Kilauea Volcanic Eruptions and
Earthquakes began in May of 2018. Many of those affected
were families with children. Most of the survivors had never
asked for financial assistance before. One such young family
has 4 children ages 3-10, and they had just moved into their
new home in Puna, near where both parents had full time
jobs. Thankfully, their home was not destroyed. However,
they had to evacuate due to the close proximity to active
lava. In the meantime, their work hours were reduced, but
they still managed to rent a small place that they could afford
after being in the Pahoa Red Cross Shelter for several

weeks. They also had a new mortgage to pay for a home they
couldn’t access! Their finances were insufficient for paying a
mortgage and rent simultaneously so they were in danger of
foreclosure on their home. The family qualified for Catholic
Charities Hawaii disaster assistance. Catholic Charities Hawaii
covered their mortgage until the Civil Defense deemed it safe
for them to return home. They paid their own rent while
evacuated and were eventually able to move back home and
assume the mortgage again. Their story could have been so
different if they hadn’t had a source of assistance. This family
is happy, safe and stable thanks to generous gifts from kind
and caring folks like you!

Blessed Martin
Martinez Pascual

Son of Martin Martinez
Callao, a carpenter, and
Francisca Pascual Amposta;
Martin was baptized at the
age of one day. He was a
religious child. He joined &\
the Diocesan Laborer Priest
of the Sacred Heart of Jesuj

in 1934 while in seminary in

the diocese of Zaragoza, Spain. Priest, ordained
on 15 June 1935 in the diocese of Tortosa,
Spain. Taught at a vocational Colegio San José
de Murcia, and then taught Latin in the
seminary in Murcia, Spain where he was
considered an excellent instructor.

At the outbreak of the persecutions of the
Spanish Civil War, Father Martin grabbed the
reserved consecrated hosts from his church and
went into hiding, spending his time in prayer
while sitting in caves and haystacks. He evaded
the militia for a few days but was caught and
imprisoned where he spent his remaining time
ministering to other prisoners, hearing
confessions, and distributing the Eucharist he
had rescued; he died giving his executioners a
blessing in hopes that they would come to their
senses. Martyr.
